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Malus (Apple)

M9-NIC® 29 (RN-29) PP.10714 ZONE 6-8 and ZONE 5 in protected areas. This new
M9 rootstock from Belgium was selected for its superior rooting and transplanting
qualities along with its excellent growth rate similar in characteristics and size to M9-
337. 1t has slightly more vigor allowing early and heavy production. As with all M9’s, it
requires staking or a support system and is more resistant to crown rot than other apple
rootstocks. This rootstock is fast becoming one of the most popular clones asked for in
the M9 family and is the most dwarfing apple rootstock we grow.

VIRUS CERTIFIED

Malling 26 (M26) ZONE 4-8 This rootstock is considered a dwarf, but is more vigorous
than Malling 9 with a stronger root system. Generally it is free standing (not requiring
a stake), but with a heavy fruit set can lean in very windy areas. M26’s resistance to
disease varies from area to area, but has faired quite well in the Western States. Fireblight
can be a problem in eastern states where it strikes apple trees. M26 is considered shallow
rooted and therefore subject to drought stress. It has little tolerance of heavy, excessively
acid, or unusually wet or dry soils. Proper irrigation management is necessary for trees
on this rootstock. M26 is highly susceptible to wooly aphid, which is seldom a problem
in orchards. M26 is one of the hardiest of the malling series.
VIRUS CERTIFIED

Malling 7 (M7) ZONE 5-8 One of the most desirable rootstocks when factors such as
production efficiency, longevity, ease of propagation, hardiness, compatibility and disease
resistance are considered. It is susceptible to collar rot, but much less so than MM106.
Support is recommended in the first 5 to 10 years if planted on a very windy site or in
poor soil. M7 is considered to be semi-dwarf, producing a tree that can be kept at a
reasonable size with normal pruning. It does well in most soils except for in heavy clay.
M7 tends to produce root suckers especially in shallow plantings.

VIRUS CERTIFIED

Malling 25 (M25) ZONE 5-8 A Malling rootstock which is very vigorous and precocious.
Like Malus domestica, it has been found to work well with certain spur-type Red Delicious
varieties that have a tendency to “runt out” (slow down) on M111 or domestic seedlings.
The M25 is approximately 20% more vigorous than seedling rootstock.

VIRUS CERTIFIED

Malling Merton 106 (MM106) ZONE 6-8 This is a fairly vigorous rootstock with more
vigor than M7, putting it into the semi-standard class. MM106 crops early, requires no
tree support and is wooly aphid resistant. Its resistance to collar-rot varies from area to
area. MM106 resists collar-rot quite well in Washington State where copper trunk paints
are applied, but appears to be quite susceptible to more virulent strains in parts of British
Columbia. MM106 is susceptible to mildew and is relatively sensitive to cold, heat and
drought. It is late to defoliate. MM106 requires a well drained soil and good soil
management. This rootstock is an excellent choice for spur type trees and does not tend
to SuCker. VIRUS CERTIFIED

Malling Merton 111 (MM111) ZONE 5-8 Like MM106, this rootstock is considered
semi-standard making it easy to maintain tree size. It has early and prolific cropping like
the MM106 and is more resistant to collar-rot. Another main advantage with MM111
is that it is virtually non-suckering. It is well anchored, requires no tree support and is
drought tolerant. MM111 is resistant to wooly apple aphids and adapts to most soil
conditions. It is an excellent choice for spur type trees. VIRUS CERTIFIED

domestica ZONE 5-8 and ZONE 4 in protected areas. Cold hardy to about -30° E. Lower
temperatures will injure fruit buds along with wood and can kill the trees. Domestica
rootstocks can be grown in protected areas in Zone 4 and do very well in Zone 5. This
rootstock has been requested by commercial apple producers to ensure more vigor with
the less vigorous spur type Red Delicious strains. Some of these strains are known to
“runt out” on less vigorous Malling rootstocks. Domestica rootstock is used extensively
in budding ornamental crabapples and is known for its ease of budding, grafting and
compatibility.

Platanus x acerifolia (London Planetree)

Bloodgood (London Planetree) ZONE 4-8 Ht. 50-80" Spread 30-40' Wide spreading,
open form. Medium to dark green foliage. Exfoliating bark. Rapid growing. Greater
resistance to anthracnose than the species. Tolerates soil compaction, heat and drought.
Hardwood cuttings.

Prunus avium (Mazzard Cherry)

Mazzard Cherry ZONE 4-8 Mazzard rootstocks have proven to be reliable in all climates
where cultivated cherries thrive. It has a spreading root habit that tolerates heavier soils
and is the preferred rootstock in soils too heavy for Mahaleb. It is generally considered
to be a standard size controlling understock that can be kept down in size by pruning
at a young age. Mazzard is superior to Mahaleb in regards to its ability to resist many
common cherry diseases. It is susceptible to crown gall and bacterial canker, but is
resistant to root knot nematodes. It is moderately resistant to oak root fungus and
somewhat reisistant to phytophthora. This rootstock has few root suckers.

Prunus cerasifera (Myrobalan Plum)

Myrobalan M29C ZONE 4-8 Ht.15-30" Spread 15-25' Prunus cerasifera is a popular
understock used for growing standard prunes, plums and ornamental plum varieties.
M29C is a very vigorous rootstock. The M29C’s main advantages are its ability to provide
uniform tree size, strong anchorage and nominal root suckering. This rootstock is
moderately resistant to crown rot and more resistant to crown gall than myrobalan
seedlings. M29C is commonly used for heavy soils that tend to be wet. Small flowers
produce edible, small fruits. Hardwood cuttings. VIRUS CERTIFIED

Prunus insititia (St. Julian Plum)

St. Julian Plum ZONE 4-8 Ht.15-25' Prunus insititia is an outstanding rootstock
selection for apricots, nectarines, peaches, plums and prunes. It solves many of the
problems associated with using Lovell peach (Prunus persica), Western Sand Cherry
(Prunus besseyi) and Nanking Cherry (Prunus tomentosa). Lovell Peach has problems
on poorly drained soil, while the latter two varieties have compatibility and poor root
to tree connection problems along with productivity and anchoring problems. St. Julian
has long been used in Northern Europe on heavy, wet clay soils and has good compatibility
with all of our varieties. It is long lived and tolerates wet feet as well as drought conditions.
This rootstock produces a tree that grows to be 80 to 85% the size of a standard tree
(considered semi-dwarf), but can be held at 7 to 10 feet when properly pruned. St. Julian
is related to the Damson plum of Northern Europe. It produces a well anchored tree
that requires no support. Hardwood cuttings. VIRUS CERTIFTED

Prunus mahaleb (Mahaleb Cherry)

Mahaleb Cherry ZONE 4-8 Mahaleb rootstocks are deep rooted and prefer sandy, well
drained soils. They produce large, vigorous trees considered semi-standard. Mahaleb
has a reputation of being sensitive to wet feet and high water tables. Long wet rainy spells
can activate water molds making it a bad choice in areas with high rainfall. It is drought
tolerant, somewhat resistant to crown gall, bacterial canker and root lesion. Mahaleb is
susceptible to oak root fungus, root knot nematodes and phytophthora. It is more
attractive to rodents than Mazzard. Native to southern Europe.

Prunus tomentosa (Nanking Cherry) SHRUB FORM

Not particular
regarding soil types. Full sun. Hardwood cuttings. VIRUS CERTIFIED

Pyrus (Flowering Pear)

Calleryana ZONE 5-9 Ht.15-25' Strong horizontal branching. Pure white flowers borne
in clusters turn to small round fruits. Thorny branches. Tolerates pollution. Calleryana
is the least susceptible species in this genus to fireblight.

Communis ZONE 4-8 Ht. 30-40' The species all common pears are derived from is
often called Common or European pear. It is susceptible to fireblight in certain locations.
This rootstock has a strong vertical branching habit and is very long lived. Communis
takes damp, heavy soils better than some varieties and is resistant to oak root fungus.
This rootstock is cold hardy, excellent for espaliers and tolerant of pear decline.
VIRUS CERTIFIED

Ussuriensis ZONE 4-8 Ht. 20-30' Commonly called the Stone Pear, it originated in
Northern Asia and was brought to America as early as 1900. The first recorded commercial
planting was at Marysville, California in 1919. It was very successful and became widely
used. Produces inedible, 1'/2" green fruits. Pyrus ussuriensis is fireblight resistant making
it a valuable ornamental rootstock. It can be susceptible to pear decline and is not
recommended for mild climates because it goes dormant in late summer. Winter
temperatures in Northern Asia can go below -35° E. This variety is cold hardy to Zone
4 and said to be the hardiest of all pears. VIRUS CERTIFTED

Rhamnus frangula (Buckthorn) SHRUBFORM ~ 18-24" 12-18" 612" 34"

Columnaris (Columnar Buckthorn) ZONE 3-7 Ht.12-15" Spread 3-5' Narrow, oval
upright growth habit. Dense, lustrous, dark green foliage turns yellow in fall. Thornless.
Attractive red to purple-black fruit. Good hedge or screen plant. Full to part sun.

Rhus aromatica (Fragrant Sumac) SHRUB FORM  18-24" 12-18"

fast growing shrub. Small yellow flowers produce red berries. Aromatic leaves are soft
and fuzzy.

Staghorn Sumac ZONE 3-8 Height & Spread 15-20" Shrub form is open, spreading
and suckering. Clusters of fuzzy bronze torch-shaped seed heads on tips of branches on
female plants. Stems covered with dense velvet hair. Medium green leaves turn vivid
orange-scarlet in fall.

Robinia pseudoacacia (Black Locust)

Black Locust ZONE 4-8 Ht. 30-75' Spread 20-50" Very tough tree adapts to adverse
climates and soil conditions. Upright, open form. Triangular thorns at the nodes on the
branches. Pea-like, fragrant white blooms in mid-June turn to flat, brown, paper thin,
2-4" pods. Salt resistant and drought tolerant. Used as a rootstock for many interesting,
colorful varieties.
